This Sunday we celebrate Pentecost which com-

memorates the descent of the Holy Spirit upon 

Jesus’ disciples, which inspired them to have the 

confidence to share the good news of the resur-

rection of Jesus with others. Pentecost is cele-

brated on the Sunday, 50 days after Easter (the 

name comes from the Greek pentekoste, mean-

ing & quot; fiftieth & quot;). 

Our Gospel reading is from John CH. 20:19-23. 

‘When it was evening on the first day of the 

week…Jesus came and said, peace be with 

you….he breathed on them and said receive the 

Holy Spirit.’ Jesus does not just set an example 

for us to follow, but we are enabled to live out 

his message because of the gift of the Risen Lord, 

and the power of the Holy Spirit. 

Just a few weeks ago we read how devasted and 

frightened Jesus’ followers were after his execu-

tion. But suddenly all has changed, they are back 

doing our Lord’s work again, inspired by the Holy 

Spirit. The gift of the Holy Spirit is given to all, 

but it is up to each one of us to be open to expe-

riencing the Spirit in our lives!
